Part 1
A local preacher is a lay person who has been accredited by the Methodist Church to lead worship on a regular basis. 
All roles within the Circuit carry with them the responsibility to take the safeguarding of children and vulnerable adults seriously and any concerns that arise within them should be reported as per the Birmingham Methodist Circuit Safeguarding Policy.

The following duties will be undertaken as part of the role outlined above:

· To lead worship and preach with knowledge, conviction and competence;

· To preach nothing at variance with the doctrines of the Methodist Church;

· To offer prayer to anyone who comes forward before, during or after the service;
· To be available for the appropriate number of appointments each quarter;

· To inform the Superintendent of any occasion on which they cannot be available for appointments on the forthcoming plan;

· To fulfil all appointments given on the plan. If unavailable to fulfil an appointment, to arrange for a suitable substitute, informing the Superintendent and a church steward of the local church concerned;

· To take overall responsibility for an act of worship when appointed on the circuit plan. This will often include creating on order of service, delivering a sermon, choosing appropriate hymns and songs and determining which Bible reading are to be included. They should accept guidance from the church to which they are going;
· To seek to work collaboratively with others in leading worship. This may mean involving members and worship leaders from the local church to assist with readings or prayers for example;

· To attend the local preachers’ meeting, or to tender an apology for absence if unable to attend for a good reason;
· To continue to develop in their personal spiritual life, in knowledge and understanding, and in preaching and leading worship;
· To participate in a programme of continuing local preacher development;

· To attend a class, house group or similar fellowship group if possible;

· To regularly attend a public worship and receive the sacrament of the Lord’s Supper (normally in a Methodist Church or approved LEP);
· To share any pastoral concerns with the clergy and/or leader/s.
