These volunteers assist in running activities for children on a Sunday morning. The classes are held separately from the Sunday morning service (ie in a different room) but are still on Church premises. There must be two or more leaders or assistants supervising the children at all times.

The following duties will be undertaken as part of the role outlined above:
· During the time when the class is held they are (jointly-with the Sunday club leader) responsible for the safety and wellbeing of the children. 
· Check the safety of the rooms and equipment before use. 
· They are also responsible for listening to any concerns the children would like to share with them, and reporting any concerns they have about the wellbeing of the children to the minister or safeguarding rep.
